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Abstract

In the past, people washed cars by hand. In the 1960s, as the number of automobiles increased, automatic car wash
machines appeared. Automatic car wash machines have rapidly spread due to their ease of use and time savings and
are now installed in most gas stations (service stations = SS), car dealers, and coin-operated car washes. In addition,
the car wash machine itself has evolved to the point where it not only “washes” but also coats to protect the car body
from environmental factors, and for aesthetics. Various chemicals are required, and we are developing and supplying
them.

This report introduces examples and typical characteristics of various chemicals used in automatic car wash ma-
chines.
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
